ADMIT CARDS AVAILABLE IN THE CANDIDATE PORTAL

Candidates who have submitted online application to the Commissioner
for Entrance Examinations for the Kerala Engineering/Pharmacy
Computer-Based Entrance Examination 2024 which will be held from

5t June to 9t June 2024 at different centres in Kerala and in Mumbai,
New Delhi and Dubai, can download their Admit Cards through the link
KEAM  2024-Candidate Portal provided in the website
www.cee.kerala.gov.in. Candidates can enter into their respective
profile pages by giving the Application Number and Password of
KEAM 2024. By clicking the menu ‘Admit Card’ provided in the
Profile page, the admit card can be downloaded. The printout of Admit
Cards should be produced for verification in the Examination hall for
attending the Entrance Examination. Candidates without Admit Cards
will not be permitted to attend the Entrance Examination. A colour
printout of the Admit Card is preferable for proper identification of the
candidate. Admit cards will be available only to the candidates who have
applied for Engineering Course or Pharmacy Course. Admit cards will
not be available to candidates who have applied for Medical or
Architecture courses. But they can login to the profile page to view the
current status of their respective application.
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Candidates who have defects in their uploaded photograph/signature can
view the defects by clicking the menu ‘Memo Details’ provided in the
profile page. The Admit Cards have not been issued to those candidates
who have defects in their photograph/signature, who have not uploaded
class X certificate or defects in class X certificates or who have to remit
balance application fee. The Admit Cards for candidates who have to
remit balance application fee shall be released as and when the balance
amount is paid by way of online payment before 4.00 PM on 01.06.2024.

The Admit cards of those candidates who have defects in
photograph/signature  will be released only if the correct
photograph/signature is uploaded through the links concerned. The PDF
format of original class X certificate i1s to be uploaded by those
candidates who have not uploaded/defects in class X certificate through
the link provided. The last date for uploading photograph/signature and
class X Certificate is 4.00 PM on 01.06.2024. Admit Card will not be
issued to those who have not rectified the defects as mentioned above
before the stipulated date. Defects, if any, on the documents uploaded
along with the online application by the candidate will be intimated
through the ‘candidate portal’ in due course and defects can be rectified
thereafter.

The candidates must produce @ KEAM-2024 admit card at the
examination hall along with any one of the following authorized ID
cards, to prove their identity.

School Identity Card/PAN Card/Driving License/Voter ID/Aadhaar
Card/E-Aadhaar/Passport/Class 12 Hall Ticket or Admit Card/Bank
Passbook with photograph, can be used as ID Proof. In the absence of
these documents, candidate can produce a certificate of identity obtained
from the Head of the Institution where the candidate completed his/her
Plus Two or from a Gazetted Officer. The certificate should contain a
passport size photograph of the candidate duly attested by the Head of
the institution or the Gazetted Officer, as the case may be.
