The list of Pharmacy Colleges/Courses to which the Commissioner for Entrance 

Examinations makes allotment is provided in the Home page of the candidate. Candidates can 
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give options as per their priority of the Course-College combinations in the option list.  A 
candidate need only give options to a Course-College combination if he/she is sure to join 
the course and college, if allotted. Options registered online alone will be considered for 
allotment to the courses. Options sent to the Office of the Commissioner for Entrance 
Examinations via Post/Fax/E-mail will not be processed /considered for allotment to the 
courses. 

Candidates allotted to courses, and who remit the fee as prescribed, should take 
admission in the college allotted as per the schedule prescribed by the CEE. Candidates who do 
not remit the prescribed fees/take admission will lose their allotment as well as the claims for 
further online allotments, if any.
